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PebblePad Functional Checklist

Function PebblePad Other System 

General   

1. Provides prompts and frameworks for supporting the writing 

of learning records   

2. May be used equally well be learners from foundation 

students through to professional learners   

3. Allows users to always keep records private and secure 
  

4. Allows sharing with internal and external (non-account 

holding) users   

5. Allows work to be submitted for assessment to tutor 

controlled areas   

Assets   

6. Provides ‘wizards’ to support the recording of generic events 

such as meetings, action plans, achievements and abilities   

7. Prompts reflection on all records 
  

8. Allows users to record ‘points’ or ‘hours’ against any asset 

for the purposes of logging progress towards targets   

9. Allows an asset to be linked to any other asset for the 

purpose of evidencing or supporting planning or reflection   

10. Allows any asset to be added to any aggregation (blog, 

webfolio etc)   

11. Allows any asset to be duplicated  
  

12. Allows comments and discussions on any asset 
  

13. Allows any asset to be tagged with system tags (e.g. 

attributes) and with personal tags   

Sharing   

14. Allows any asset to be shared with a range of permissions 

including commenting and copying   

15. Allows any asset to be shared with collaboration permissions 

allowing multiple authorship   
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16. Allows users to set time limits on shared items 
  

17. Provides feedback on whether an asset has been viewed 
  

18. Allows assets to be shared with external users such as 

employers   

19. Allows sharing to be rescinded at any time 
  

20. Allows sharing with groups 
  

21. Allows assets to be instantly updated without requiring re-

sharing   

Forms   

22. Allows authors within the institution to create highly 

individuals forms   

23. Provides a range of common form elements for ease of 

authorship including: scale questions; Likert-style; multiple 

choice; selectable list 
  

24. Allows forms to be shared with individual learners, groups or 

whole is institutions   

25. Provides question branching 
  

26. Allows authors to make selected fields mandatory 
  

27. Allows selected fields to be completed only by 

tutors/assessors   

28. Allows feedback forms to be created with automatic 

reporting   

29. Allows forms to be exported as HTML or linked from other 

systems   

30. Allows forms to be compiled as ‘form booklets’ where 

multiple forms are used by learners for a common purpose   

Presentation Assets   

31. Has a portfolio building capacity that allows users to create 

narrative accounts of learning and achievement with 

hyperlinks to selected evidence 
  

32. Allows users to automatically aggregate items in list form by 

tag   

33. Allows users to embed webfolios within webfolios to create 

multiple layers of evidence   
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34. Allows users to choose from more than 100 aesthetic designs 

and to create their own   

35. Allows users to fully customize the design and structure of 

their webfolios   

36. Allows users to copy and reuse the designs of others (e.g. 

templates created by tutors)   

37. Allows users to add, delete, reorder pages at any time 
  

38. Allows images to be embedded within the text 
  

39. Provides rollover information and image previews of linked 

assets   

40. Allows information annotations to be added by users 
  

41. Allows multiple authors to contribute to group webfolios
